ACCESS AND RELEASE AGREEMENT
BETWEEN GRANTEE AND COMMUNITY
FOR PARTICIPATION IN VILLAGE ENERGY EFFICIENCY PROGRAM (VEEP)

I authorize AEA, (GRANTEE), and its employees, agents, and associates to access, and agree to provide them with access to, the above-described properties as necessary for purposes of this program, including access to conduct an energy audit and to prepare for and coordinate energy improvements.

I understand and Authorize (GRANTEE) to perform the work described in the grant referenced above  on behalf of the community for public Facilities of the community in accordance with the requirements of the program that authorizes funding for this work.

I understand and agree that AEA and (GRANTEE), in their sole discretion and without being held liable, may decide not to provide some or all of the above-described energy improvements, whether due to funding constraints or for other reasons. 

4,
I understand and agree that this Agreement does not constitute a commitment by AEA, (GRANTEE), its employees, agents, or associates to provide any of the above-described improvements. I also understand and agree that neither AEA, nor its employees, agents, or associates provides a warranty with respect to improvements provided under this program.

5.
I understand and agree that as the property owner, I own and have sole control and responsibility over any hazardous waste generated during energy efficiency improvements coordinated by AEA and (GRANTEE).  I understand and agree that (GRANTEE)’s role in activities involving hazardous waste is limited to providing assistance and advice.  In the context of this Agreement, “hazardous waste” means any waste containing a chemical, compound, material, mixture, or substance that  is now or is hereafter defined, listed in, or classified pursuant to any State or federal law as a “hazardous substance,” “hazardous material,” “extremely hazardous waste,” “toxic substance,” “pollutant,” or “contaminant”, including, but not limited to, polychlorinated biphenyls (“PCBs”), heavy metals, asbestos, and petroleum.

6.
I agree to indemnify and hold harmless AEA and (GRANTEE), as well as their directors, officers, employees, agents, and representatives, and any successors or assigns of these entities or individuals, from and against any and all claims, demands, damages, losses, liabilities, and expenses (including, without limitation, attorneys' fees) arising out of, related to, caused in whole or in part, or in connection with the energy improvements or the work necessary to install them coordinated by AEA and (GRANTEE) under this Agreement, including, but not limited to, any violations or liability arising out of any environmental, health, and safety, or any other law, ordinance, regulation, or order.

7.
Without limiting the generality of any other provision of this Agreement, AEA, (GRANTEE), and its employees, agents, and associates are released from, and shall not be liable for, any and all claims, actions, liabilities, damages, costs, and expenses relating to any loss or damage to property or injury to or death of any person that may be occasioned by any cause whatsoever pertaining to the energy improvements or the work necessary to install them, except as may result from the gross negligence or intentional misconduct of AEA or (GRANTEE).

8.
I agree to notify AEA, (GRANTEE), and any employees, agents, associates, or contractors entering the property of any conditions on the property of which I am aware that could constitute a hazard to workers entering the property or installing the energy improvements, or that could affect the safety or usefulness of the improvements.

9.
If any part or parts of this Agreement shall be held unenforceable for any reason, the remainder of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.  If any provision of this Agreement is deemed invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, and if limiting such provision would make the provision valid, then such provision shall be deemed to be construed as so limited.

10.
The covenants and conditions contained in this Agreement shall apply to and bind the parties and their heirs, legal representatives, successors, and permitted assigns of the parties.

11.
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes any prior understandings or representation of any kind preceding the date of this Agreement.  There are no other promises, conditions, understandings, or other agreements, whether oral or written, relating to the subject matter of this Agreement.  Any modifications to this Agreement must be in writing and signed by both parties.

12.
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of Alaska.
